Update on Projects to Enhance Bay Forest

Below is an update to the list of projects the board has approved
for this year. This list is maintained on Bay Forest.info
(www.bayforest.info) and is updated with the projectés status.

A Clean the concrete perimeter fence
A contractor is being selected. The work will be completed
in April or May.

A Storm drain improvements
Komp will be putting in dips and swales in the area behind
the swing sets and will be reworking the drain and adding
gravel to the walkway between the tennis court and
pavilion so that it will not remain wet.

A Engrave the 15 remaining monuments
Work will begin April 1. This work must be completed
before the spring flowers are planted.

A Refurbish Fibar in the Bay Forest Park
This project is to be completed on the park clean up day.

A Maintain the trails at Drill Site Park
The park committee will be working with our landscape
contractor to identify the sections of the trail most in need
of repair.

A Annual clean up day at the parks
A community wide approach to a park clean up day is
being adopted this year. The day is scheduled for May 3rd,
See the article below regarding the project.

A Repair damage to perimeter fence
1/3 of the damage to the fence will be completed this
year. We are in the process of identifying the 1/3 that is in
most need of repair. Once the sections are identified, we
will work with the homeowners whose yards back up to

the fence to ensure any causes of the damage have been
rectified before we effect the repair.

Completed on March 22N%. Thanks to all of the folks who
came out and helped. During the day, trim was painted,
steps on ladders were replaced, new ceiling fans were
installed in the pavilion, light bulbs were changed and the
deck was power washed. This volunteer effort saved the
community easily over a thousand dollars.

Included in last monthés issue of the Bay Forest News
was an article written by Dennis Fouty addressing the
recent occurrences of graffiti in the community. | wanted
to add to Dennisis comments by giving you some real
dollar figures to relate to. Cleaning up graffiti is not an
inexpensive proposition. Total payments in the amount
of $1200 were made to remove graffiti from the perimeter
walls during the first quarter of 2003. Since each
occurrence costs less than the insurance deductible, the
invoices were paid from the associationés operating funds.
In other words, roughly three homeowners paid their
assessment fees this year to clean up the dirty work left
behind by vandals. Unfortunately, these incidents occur
when most of us are fast asleep. However, if you do
happen to see someone committing an act of vandalism,
do not confront him or her. Instead, try to note their
license plate #, type of car, or any other information that
could be useful to the police. Report the incident to the
police department at 713-222-3131. An officer will be
dispatched, photos taken, a case number issued, and the
appropriate people notified so that clean up can begin as
soon as possible. The case is then referred to a separate
division dedicated to gang related activity. Officer Steve
Williamson is assigned to the gang division and can be
reached at 281-218-3822. If you have questions regarding
gang activity or information concerning the recent graffiti,
please contact Officer Williamson.

Squeeze all the Necessities into Your
Dorm Room

How do you make the standard dorm room feel bigger than 12 by 15

square feet? Here are a few tips:

L To start, donit take everything you own. Be selective about clothes.
And if possible, leave off-season stuff behind and fetch it later on a
trip home.

k Pack your belongings in something you can use for storage once
you arrive T a storage trunk (which also doubles as a coffee table
while holding your boots, bulky sweaters, extra blankets), milk
crates, folding crates.

L Hang grids, racks, and bulletin boards liberally from walls with
no fear of wrecking plaster or drywall, thanks to 3Mds Command
adhesive hooks, clips and sticky strips. Introduced a few years ago,
Command adhesives are great for dorm rooms because they are
designed to come clean with no damage.

L Maximize closet space with a few inexpensive organizational

L Make use of every last inch of your under-bed space. Get some
easy-slide under-the-bed boxes. And to get even more boxes or
taller boxes under there, prop up the bedds leg post on cinder
blocks.

L Think of your bed as another place to study. Outfit it properly with
a backrest, a lap desk, a clip-on lamp and a kitchen timer, if you are
prone to dozing off.

L Put your mini-refrigerator on a storage cart that holds edibles and
tableware.

Final changes to the course requests
for the 2003-2004 school year need to be returned by July
15th, Hopefully this process will eliminate the need for
changes after the school year begins and allows for the
staff to create a more stable master schedule.

G Bell Schedule for Next Year Update- All three High
Schools in the CCISD district will be on a seven- course
schedule for the 2003-2004 school year. At this time the
staff at all 3 high schools have been working with staff,
students, and parents to develop an appropriate schedule
for next year.
